As 
police officers, we know that the 
season is replete with opportunities 
for crime.  We would like to pass on 
some safety tips to keep in mind:
• Always lock your car, even if 

you’re only leaving it for a short 
time.

• Do not leave valuables visible in 
your car. Radar detectors, packages, 
radios, and cameras attract attention 
and tempt thieves.  Remember: 
“Out of sight, out of mind”.

• Make sure all your windows are 
rolled up completely.
