10.Persons with
bandages, sores or

open wounds are
not allowed in the pool.

11.Flotation devices in the shallow end can be limited based on the
lifeguard’s discretion.

12.No un-consented physical touching of others.

13.In the event of inclement weather, lifeguards have the authority
to close the pool and clear the pool premises based on guidelines
of the American Red Cross and the National Institute of
Lightning.

14.Parents or guardians are responsible for their children and must
be within arm’s length of non-swimming children or children in

flotation devices.

15.Baby pool: Children must wear swim diapers—no disposables
allowed. Only non-swimming children 5 yrs of age and younger
are allowed in the baby pool and must be accompanied by a parent
or guardian at all times.

Lifeguards are employed for the safety of the members and their
guests. They have full authority to enforce any and all pool rules and
suspend violator’s pool privileges.
