If you 
are the slightest bit suspicious, please use the app or call the Harris 
County non-emergency number and report it.  Non-emergency 
number:  713-221-6000.  If it is life threatening or an emergency, 
of course dial 911.

You can also use the iWatch app for sending in anonymous tips 
on crimes that have already been committed.  Please help protect 
our community.  Don’t be silent.  When you see something, say 
something.
